Please do not be shy about applying for a scholarship if the need is there.  Providing religious education to our children is our most important goal at KI and we want your child to participate with us.  
Finally, for those with more than adequate financial means, we encourage you to make a donation to the Fund during KIvunim School registration (or at any other time of the year) so that we can continue to provide financial assistance to families as needed.
